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FEES

The Table of Parochial Fees for the current calendar year is attached to the porch notice board along with the Chancellor’s Churchyard Regulations.
Fees include …..
· burial of the cremated remains
· placing of the memorial tablet after burial

· any additional inscription to an existing tablet.
The funeral director’s fee, including digging and closing the grave, is charged directly to the family by them.

GARDEN OF REMEMBRANCE

The Garden is an area designated only for the burial of cremated remains.  It is to the right of the main door, and below the East Window.   It is a quiet and peaceful area with a seat nearby for contemplation.  

Entry to the Garden is by the main or side gate.  Disabled access is only possible from the main gate.
ENTITLEMENT TO BURIAL OF CREMATED REMAINS IN FORNHAM ALL SAINTS CHURCHYARD GARDEN OF REMEMBRANCE
In general terms, these are people who qualify through one or more of:-
· Habitual place of worship
· The Electoral Roll
· Residence in the current parish of Fornham All Saints
· Close family connections

In exceptional circumstances, the Incumbent and Parochial Church Council (PCC) will have discretion to consider other individual requests for particular pastoral reasons.
CHURCHYARD AND MEMORIAL RULES
The PCC must take account of the Chancellor’s Churchyard Rules, a copy which is attached to the porch notice board.  
To help prepare for arrangements on the death of a loved one, please make yourself aware of these Rules. 
In particular, bear in mind some of the key requirements that apply to the Memorials in the Garden.
The purpose of these Rules is to ensure the area is managed and properly cared for, and if observed, this will avoid distress or complaints by others.
Each plot has a unique Reference Number and is noted on the Burial Plan kept in the Church Burial Register.  The plot size is 610 mm x 762 mm (2’ x 2’6”).
The Incumbent will be sent drawings and plans of the memorial tablet and will agree and approve them with the stonemasons before the tablet is put in place.  At the same time, it should be noted whether it is a single or double grave and this will be recorded on the Burial Plan.  The fees are then payable. 
Cremated remains may be interred in a casket, biodegradable container or loose.
Temporary Grave Marker: 
This is usually placed by the Funeral Director.  This must be removed by the family, or a person authorised by the PCC, within nine months after the interment.  Within this period, the family must replace the marker with a permanent memorial tablet.  This can take place once the ground has settled, usually after three months.
Memorial Tablet: 
The size can only be 457mm (1’6”) wide, 305mm (1’) deep, and with a maximum thickness of 51mm (2”), laid flush to the turf.  The memorial tablet must be made of York stone, Portland stone or light grey granite.  All lettering on the tablet must be incised in black, but not leaded.  

In accordance with the Diocesan and Chancellor’s instructions no ornamentation or vases are allowed;  any placed will be removed by a person authorised by the PCC.
Unwrapped wreaths and cut flowers may be laid on the grave at Christmas, Easter, major Church Festivals, Mothering Sunday, and family birthdays or anniversaries, but they should be removed within one calendar month, please.
